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Red Hill School was founded in 1934 by Otto Shaw and served the needs of children experiencing social, emotional and mental health difficulties (SEMH). Described at that time as ‘disturbed children’, ‘maladjusted children’ or Children with ‘Emotional & Behavioural Difficulties’. Red Hill Residential School closed in 1992. The Trust has replaced its original objectives with the agreement of the Charity Commission. The Trust continues to serve the educational needs of children experiencing social & emotional difficulties by providing targeted grants that will improve the lives of the children.

CONDITIONS OF GRANTS

Scale of Grants

Trustees are willing to consider grant requests of between £500 and £12,000, but prefer to make grants in the range £1,000 to £5,000. 

Area of Benefit

Grants will be made to projects based in the South-East England, as the present trustees will then be able to visit and inspect projects. For this purpose, the South-East is defined as Kent, East & West Sussex, Surrey and SE London.
Purposes of Grants

Grants will be allocated to support educational work with children and young people (CYP) experiencing social, emotional and mental health difficulties. Although this covers young people up to the age of 25, the Trust has focused provision on children under 18. Grants will not be available where financial support is already the responsibility of statutory services.
Grant Focus

Whilst our primary focus is on SEMH, Trustees are aware that because of the detrimental impact from the COVID19 pandemic and for other reasons, children’s mental health challenges are now across many aspects of school and society. The funding available to Red Hill Trust has diminished over time and therefore a focus must be very specialised. One of the indicators to Trustees is if the children and young people have a SEND educational, health & care plan (EHCP) that identifies the SEMH. The other very key focus of recent times for Trustees is support for young children who have had SEMH identified, with a grant application aim that looks at early intervention in Primary Schools or Early Years settings.

Period of Grant

Grants are normally for a period of one year. In particular circumstances, trustees may consider a longer commitment of up to three years. For projects lasting more than a year, continuing support will be subject to satisfactory annual reports on progress and spending.

Application

Applications should indicate how progress will be measured, and also its impact. By making an application, applicants agree to a visit or visits by a trustee as part of the policy of developing and maintaining direct involvement.

Feedback
Trustees will require a report to be made regarding progress and impact of the project. Criteria defined in the application must be referred to in the report. Reports must also provide a detailed accounting of money spent for the Trust’s auditors.
